Sin®ad currently works in the preschool program at the Universi-

ty of Toronto Early Learning Centre and as a Forest School Practitioner with the 

Kortright Centre for Conservation. In both settings, spending time in the outdoors is 

an integral part of the play-based, emergent curriculum that she facilitates everyday. 

She is passionate about creating places and naturecultures of play and learning, which 

nurture young childrenôs active participation in the world and relations with ecological 

life. 

14th Annual Spring Conference Workshop Description  

The tides are shifting in early childhood education towards recognizing the value 

of outdoor play-based experiences and supporting childrenôs relationship with 

ñnatureò.  Outdoor and nature-based early childhood programs are repositioning 

how childhood happens towards more meaningful and inclusive interactions and 

with the ñmore-than-humanò world.
